About Chinese version of B-YAACQ:

1. This scale used a format of dichotomous response (Yes/No). A higher total score represents more negative
consequences of drinking and hence higher severity of problematic drinking (in the past year).

2. In our validation study (Zhang et al., 2019), the results of Rasch analysis and reliability analysis supported
the assumption of uni-dimensionality, local independence, and internal consistency of the original 24-item B-
YAACQ in our Chinese university students. Therefore, this 24-item B-YAACQ was shown to have
satisfactory psychometric properties when applied to Chinese youths. However, six items had marginal outfit
statistics and/or potential gender bias. A model with 18 items was then tested after removing these items. The
18-item model showed excellent fit to the uni-dimensional model with no gender bias. We recommend the
shorter 18-item version without significant gender bias if for testing gender differences.

3. The internal consistency of B-YAACQ was high among our Chinese sample, with tetrachoric correlations =
0.96 and 0.94 for the 24-item and 18-item versions respectively. Both the 24-item and 18-item versions were
positively correlated with AUDIT-Consumption (rs = 0.40) and AUIDT Problems (rs = 0.55 and 0.53
respectively, p <.001).
