E um _pioneiro nos estudos do jogo comercial e, para além
disso, uma _personalidade que promoveu, de modo significativo, o estabelecimento destes estudos como
uma disciplina cientifica reconhecida.

0] Professor Doutor Em[ington licenciou-se em Matemdtica na Universidade de Santa Clara em 1967,
Obteve os graus de Mestre ¢ Doutor na Escola de Pds-Graduagdo de Claremont, em 1969 ¢ 1973, re-
yectivamente.

Quando o Prgfessor Doutor Eac[ingﬂm iniciou a sua carreira no Departamento de Economia na Uni-
versidade de Nevada, Reno, ndo havia programas ou centros para os estudos do jogo comercial em
qualquer universidade reconhecida. Ndo havia comunicagoes cientificas publicadas nesta drea. Nio
havia, igua[mentz, cursos universitdrios para ensinar éticas ou as melhores  prticas desta indiistria. A
indiistria do jogo em si operava duma forma secreta.

Hoje em dia, hd _programas, centros, revistas académicas, ¢ cursos que fazem parte da operagio de
muitas universidades em todo o mundo. Hoje, os operadores da indiistria do jogo valorizam o saber que
estes programas transmitem aos seus quadros executivos. Isto ¢ verdadeiramente uma mudanga radical
que ocorreu no jogo comercial, tanto do lado académico como do lado profissional. O Professor Doutor
Em{ington iniciou muitas destas mudancas. E considerado, _por muitas _pessoas, pai da investigagdo
cientifica e dos programas no dominio do jogo comercial.

O Professor Doutor Eadington publicou mais de 100 comunicagoes em revistas de referéncia ou livros
¢ capitulos de livros de alta qualidade, como também iniimeros artigos em boletins cientificos. Foi o
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primeiro académico a desenvolver um conjunto de saberes tdo vasto sobre esta indiistria. Tem vindo
a estudar praticamente quase todos os aspectos da indiistria do jogo, desde andlises estatisticas até ao
comportamento humano. Para além de ser considerado iniciador dos estudos cientificos sobre o jogo
comercial, ¢ igua[mente a Jﬂrincfpa[ autoridade nesta matéria.

Por causa do seu trabalho nesta drea, foi convidado para ser yrgfessor visitante em universidades de
prestigio, como_por exemplo, a Escola de Economia de Londres, o Centro de Estudos de Dependéncia
da Escola Médica de Harvard, e a Escola Kennecfy do Governo da Universidade de Harvard., A[guns
centros cientificos em vias de desenvolvimento, ¢ conselhos governamentais convidaram-no para ser o
seu membro ou consultor, como por exemja[o, o0 Conselho Nacional para a Problemitica do Jogo dos
Estados Unidos da América e o Instituto Australiano de Investigagio do Jogo, entro os outros.

O seu know how foi também solicitado por organizagoes nos sectores piiblico ¢ privado em mais de 30
estados e _paises no mundo. O Pn_)fessor Doutor Eadington _prestou conselhos em vdrias questoes, in-
cluindo a ﬂegis[agdo do jogo, as operagoes dos casinos, as regu[agﬁes, a Jooﬁ’tica }ab’tﬁficu ¢ 0s programas
¢ questoes sociais.

Ha sete anos atrds, o meessor Doutor Ear{ington veio a Macau ]aarticjpar no ])rimeim semindrio
sobre 0 jogo comercial, financiado pela Universidade de Macau (UM). Continuamos, desde entdo, a
beneficiar da sua vontade de partilhar connosco a sua experiéncia. O Professor Doutor Eadington foi
membro do Conselho Consultivo para o Instituto de Estudos de Jogos Comerciais da UM. Para além
disso, Jﬂurtic_ipou em intimeros semindrios e outros _programas esyeciais, destinados aos estudantes e
docentes na UM, como também }m)fissionais e regu[arfores nesta indiistria.

Em resumo, o Professor Doutor Eadington tem sido elemento_fulcral nos estudos cientificos sobre o
jogo. O seu trabalho tem-se revelado essencial para abrir portas e langar a luz sobre uma indistria
em que as operagoes antigamente estavam cobertas em segredo. O académico tem vindo a analisar,
dirvectamente, aspectos positivos e neqativos desta indiistria e fazé-[o com uma perspectiva distanciada,
necessdria para uma investigagdo cientifica adequada.

Os programas da Universidade de Macau na drea do jogo comercial cresceram em substincia ¢ recon-
hecimento, gragas a vontade do Professor Doutor Eadington de partilhar o seu conhecimento e know
how connosco. Com estes programas, podemos graduar jovens quadros executivos para a indistria, os
quais sdo muito competentes, bem formados sobre as melhores priticas desta indiistria, e cientes das
exigéncias éticas que tais posicoes requerem. Estes licenciados serdo a proxima geragdo de executivos de
alto nivel na indiistria do jogo. A Universidade, a indiistria, ¢ Macau, em general, irdo beneficiar dos
empenhamentos do Professor Doutor Eadington nos anos que vém.

Mr. Chancellor, | am honored to introduce to you Professor William Richard Eadington,
Professor of Economics holding the Phillip G. Satre Chair in Gaming Studies at the
University of Nevada at Reno. He is a pioneer in the study of commercial gaming but
more than that, he has been the driving force in establishing this area of studies as a
recognized area of academic endeavors.

Professor Eadington studied mathematics at the University of Santa Clara where he
received his Bachelors degree in 1967. He went on to receive his Masters and PhD de-
grees from Claremont Graduate School in 1969 and 1973 respectively.

When Professor Eadington started his career in the Department of Economics at the
University of Nevada at Reno, there were no programs or centers for the study of com-
mercial gaming at any recognized university. There were no academic articles pub-
lished in the area. There were no university courses teaching ethics or best practices
for this industry. The gaming industry itself operated in secretive ways.

Today, there are programs, centers, journals, and courses that are part of the opera-
tions of many universities worldwide. Today gaming operators value the knowledge
that these programs provide to their executives. This has been no less than a “sea
change” that has occurred in commercial gaming on both the academic and profes-
sional sides. Professor Eadington’s work initiated many of these changes. By many he
is considered the father of academic research and programs in the field of commercial
gaming.

Professor Eadington has published over 100 refereed academic papers, books and book g
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chapters along with numerous newsletters and magazine articles. He was the first
academic to develop such a large body of knowledge in this industry. He has studied
virtually every area in this industry covering diverse issues from statistical analysis to
human behavior. In addition to being considered the initiator of the academic study of
commercial gaming, he is also the foremost academic authority in this area.

Because of his work in this area he has been invited to visiting positions at prestigious
universities such as the London School of Economics, the Center for Addiction Studies
at Harvard Medical School and the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard Univer-
sity. Developing academic centers and governmental panels have asked him to serve
on their boards. These include the National Council on Problem Gambling (USA), the
Australian Institute for Gambling Research and many others.

His expertise has been requested by government and private sector organizations alike
in over 30 countries and states worldwide. His advice and counsel have been sought on
many issues including gaming legislation, casino operations, regulations, public policy
and social programs and issues.

Seven years ago, Professor Eadington came to Macao to participate in the first gaming
seminar sponsored by the University of Macau. We have continued to benefit from his
willingness to share his expertise. He has been a member of our Advisory Board for
the Institute for the Study of Commercial Gaming. In addition, he has participated in
numerous seminars and other special programs designed to benefit students and faculty
at the University as well as professionals and regulators in the industry.

In summary, Professor Eadington is the lynchpin in the development of academic stud-
ies in commercial gaming. His work has been instrumental in opening the door and
bringing light into an industry where operations were once shrouded in secrecy. He has
directly addressed the positive and negative aspects of this industry and done so with
the detached perspective needed for proper academic inquiry.

University of Macau programs in the study of Commercial Gaming have grown in sub-
stance and recognition as a result of his willingness to share his knowledge and exper-
tise with us. Because of these programs we have been able to graduate young industry
executives that are highly competent, well educated in best practices and cognizant
of the ethical demands that such positions require. They will be the next generation
of senior executives in the gaming industry. The University, the industry and Macao in
general will benefit from his efforts for years to come.

Mr. Chancellor, may we now request you to confer upon Professor William Richard Ead-
ington the Degree of Doctor of Business Administration honoris causa.
