O Doutor Wong King Keung ¢ um }Jrestigiuvfo engenﬁeim 14 em])resa’rio que contribuiu
signgficatimmente para a educagdo em Macau ¢ em Hong Konyg.

O Doutor Wong é um dos trés fundadores da Universidade da Asia Oriental — a
Precursora da Universidade de Macau. A sua dedicacio de toda uma vida a educagdo
valeu-the louvores, quer em Hong Kong quer em Macau. Em finais da década de 70 do século
}mssarfo, a }})}mfagdo de Macau era ainda reduzida ¢ a le'pu tinha ainda muito um ﬁqpe[
de retaguarda. Nessa época, apenas um _pequeno niimero de gmcfuavfos da escola secunddria
consequia_prossequir o seu caminho na universidade. Assim sendo, a necessidade de uma
universidade local ndo era evidente ¢ a determinagio de construir uma universidade privada
com ]mcfrées internacionais exigiu uma nova visdo. E foi exactamente a esta causa que os
nossos trés fundadores se dedicaram.

Entre os trés }aioneiros, 0 Doutor Wong foi 0 ]Wimeiro a abordar o entdo Governo Portugués com
os projectos de desenvolvimento para Macau. Um dos que se concretizaram foi a construgio da
Universidade da Asia Oriental — a primeira do género em Macau. Enquanto membro do Conselho da
Universidade, o Doutor Wong encarregou-se do ﬁ[ane mento ¢ do desenvolvimento do campus da
Universidade, incluindo concepdo, ity(rwestrutums e trabalhos de construgdo. Sob a supervisio
do Doutor Wong, a Universidade da Asia Oriental foi instalada em 1981 num campus acolhedor.
Contudo, a Universidade via-se cory‘ronm:[a com grandes L{esgfios: fa[ta de fornecimento de
electricidade ¢ dgua e recrutamento insatisfatério de estudantes. A Universidade estava
_praticamente insolvente, uma vez que lutava para fazer face as r[f:gpesas. A sua situagdo financeim
era tdo md que foi ﬂfyfici[ conseguir _pagar os custos de construcdo. Durante este ﬁeriotfo, o Doutor
Wong  colocou-se ele proprio na Universidade a fim de a ajudar a manter-se a tona
financeimmente. Gragas ao seu trabalho, a Universidade consequiu fina[mente superar todo o

tipo de dificuldades ¢ entrar no bom caminho. Em suma, com as suas com])eténcias em engenharia
¢ gestdo, o Doutor Wong contribuiu significativamente para a criagio ¢ o desenvolvimento da
Universidade da Asia Oriental. Em 1992, estava proactivamente envolvido na fundagio da
Universidade Aberta Internacional da Asia (Macau), e exerceu as fungoes de presidente da comissdo
executiva. Ocupando actualmente a posicio de membro do conselho da Escola de Educagio
Prgﬁssiona[ ¢ Continuada da Universidade de Hong Kong, o Doutor Wong continua a manter
uma estreita ligagdo com a Universidade de Macau enquanto membro da Assembleia. Dd uma
grande atengdo ao bem-estar dos estudantes. Foi um dos conferencistas convidados deste ano no
dmbito das “Conferéncias por Ilustres Oradores” ¢ partilhou iqualmente com os estudantes do
Colégio de Honra a sua histéria de sucesso.

Para além do seu _qmmiﬁ: contributo para a ec{ucagdo, o Doutor Wong ¢ um _prestigiado engenﬁeim
¢ empresdrio. Criou o Grupo de Com}mnﬁias Newmark, em 1985, de que ¢ actualmente }Jresitfente.
Os negdcios da sua comyanﬁia envolvem a manufactura, o comércio e a[guns _projectos de
investimento. Entretanto, estd iqualmente envolvido em vdrias dreas do servico piblico. Foi
Vice-Presidente do Conselho de Planeamento da Cidade ¢ do Conselho de Desenvolvimento das
Artes, ¢ director do Conselho da Autoridade do Aeroporto. E actualmente membro da Comissdo
de Gestdo para a Revisio da Estratégia de Renovagio Urbana, ¢ Vice-Presidente da Instituicdo
para a Promogio da Cultura Chinesa de Hong Kong. Foi nomeado Conselheiro para os
Negdcios de Hong Kong, em 1993, ¢ membro da Comissdo Preparatiria da RAE de
Hong Kong, em 1996. O Doutor Wong ¢ membro da Conferéncia Consultiva Politica da
Repiiblica Popular da China desde 1998. Foi iqualmente honrado com a BBS (Estrela Bauhinia
de Bronze) ¢ a JP (Juiz da Paz) pelo Governo de Hong Kong.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

Dr. Wong King Keung is an outstanding engineer and entrepreneur. He has also made significant
contributions to the education of Macao and Hong Kong.

Dr. Wong is one of the three founders of the University of East Asia - the precursor to the
University of Macau. His life long dedication to education earned him accolades in both Hong
Kong and Macao. In the late 70’s of last century, the population of Macao was still small and
Taipa still very much a place of the backburner. At the time when only a few of the secondary
school graduates would get matriculated and make their way into university and there
was little demand for a local university, a determination to build a private university with
international strengths was no small feat and it required nothing short of dedication and vision.
And our three founders, of which Dr. Wong was one, did just that.

Among the three pioneers, Dr. Wong was the first one to approach the then Macao Portuguese
Government for the development projects for Macao. One of them that was materialized was
the completion of the University of East Asia - the first of its kind in Macao. As its UC member,
Dr. Wong took charge in the planning and development of the University campus which included
its design, infrastructure and construction work. Under his supervision, the University of East
Asia was established in 1981 on a nice campus. However, the University was operating under
great challenges: lack of electricity and water supply, unsatisfactory enrolment of students, and
it was hardly solvent as it was struggling to make ends meet. Indeed, the finance was so bad
that it was hardly able to pay off the construction cost. During this period, Dr. Wong stationed
himself in the University to help it stay afloat financially. Thanks to his help, the University
finally managed to weather all kinds of difficulties and was put back on track. In essence,
with his engineering expertise and managerial skills, Dr. Wong made significant contributions
to the establishment and development of the University of East Asia. In 1992, Dr. Wong was
proactively involved in founding the Asia International Open University (Macau), and served
as chairman of its Executive Committee. While currently serving as a board member of HKU
School of Professional and Continuing Education, Dr. Wong still maintains a close link with the
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University of Macau by being a member of its Assembly. He pays great attention to the
well-being of our students. He was one of the guest speakers in the Distinguished Lecture series
this year and he also shared with the students of our Honours College his success story.

Apart from his great contributions to education, Dr. Wong is a distinguished engineer and
entrepreneur. He established the Newmark Group of Companies in 1985 and is currently its
chairman. The businesses of his company encompass manufacturing, trade and some investment
projects. Meanwhile, he commits himself to various areas of public service. He was Vice
Chairman of Town Planning Board, and Arts Development Council, a board director of Airport
Authority. He is currently serving as a member of Steering Committee on Review of the Urban
Renewal Strategy, and the Vice Chairman of Hong Kong Institution for Promotion of Chinese
Culture. He was appointed Hong Kong Affairs Adviser in 1993 and member of the Hong Kong SAR
Preparatory Committee in 1996. Dr. Wong has been a member of the CPPCC (Chinese People’s
Political Consultative Conference) since 1998. He was also awarded BBS (Bronze Bauhinia Star)
and JP(Justice of Peace) by the Hong Kong SAR Government.

Today is an important day for all of us, as we have in front of us a person who by all accounts
deserves our admiration and respect. We are thus honored to award the Honorary Doctoral
Degree/ Doctor honoris causa to Dr. Wong for his remarkable contributions to our University all
these years.
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
