Ladies and Gentlemen:

Despite having won world-wide acclaims in recognition of his remarkable achievements, Dr 
Cha never sits on his laurels. In fact his enthusiasm in the pursuit of knowledge never wanes. 
Even well into his eighties, he was still determined to set out on  his academic pilgrimage 
toward the highest state  of Chinese traditional culture and Western orthodox education. 
His legendary life is very much an exemplar of life-long learning which translates itself into 
epic-like feats of scholastic pursuits of knowledge.  Such a quest demonstrates admirably his  
tribute to  human civilisation and the wisdom  crystallized therefrom.

The pervading chevalier spirit in his works not only 
epitomises the moral beauty of the Chinese people across different times, but also, with his 
ingenious depiction of the heroic deeds and battlefield scenes, resonates universally in each 
and every Chinese.

As a devoted scholar, a legendary news media personality and a distinguished literary 
writer, Dr Cha is more famously known by his pseudonym Jin Yong, a household name to 
almost all of the Chinese.
