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Patterns of Attachment established in early infancy have been demonstrated to have a profound influence on the quality and nature of subsequent relationships. These unconscious “templates” are used to predict what to expect from the world and significant others. Their influence includes: vulnerability to psychiatric illness and personality disorder, reaction to bereavement, choice of spouse, and engagement in and use of therapeutic (including doctor-patient) relationships.
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
