Vice Rector (Research), University of Macau
Prof. Rui Martins received the Bachelor (5-years), the Masters, and the Ph.D. degrees as well as the Habilitation for Full-Professor in electrical engineering and computers from the Department of Electrical and Computer Engineering, Instituto Superior Técnico (IST), TU of Lisbon, Portugal, in 1980, 1985, 1992 and 2001, respectively.
Prof. Rui Martins has been Vice-Rector of the University of Macau since 1997.
Prof. Rui Martins is an IEEE Fellow, was the Founding Chairman of the IEEE Macau Section from 2003 to 2005, and of the IEEE Macau Joint-Chapter on Circuits And Systems (CAS) / Communications (COM) from 2005 to 2008. He was the General Chair of the 2008 IEEE Asia-Pacific Conference on Circuits And Systems – APCCAS'2008, and was elected Vice-President for the Region 10 (Asia, Australia, the Pacific) of the IEEE Circuits And Systems Society (CASS), for the period of 2009 to 2010. He is Associate Editor of the IEEE Transactions on Circuits and Systems II: Express Briefs, for the period of 2010 to 2011.  In July 2010 was elected, unanimously, as Corresponding Member of the Portuguese Academy of Sciences, in the class of Sciences, 7th section of Engineering Science and other Applied Sciences.

He has written or edited more than 20 books and is a visiting lecturer at several EU Studies programmes in Asia and the USA. Previously he has been an EUI Jean Monnet Fellow (1987), an Alexander von Humboldt Fellow (1992-4) as well as a Rockerfeller Bellagio Fellow (2000).
