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Abstract
The study discusses the results of the survey undertaken to identify the portfolio goals, constraints, macroeconomic factors, equity selection and its relationship with investor’s demographics.  A survey of 512 respondents collected from north India during 2009-11 has been analysed using percentage analysis and mean-standard deviation analysis.  The results of the study are useful in understanding the psychology of Indian investors in detail and highlighting the significance of interdependencies in portfolio decisions. A review of innovative investment ideas making sense for portfolio investment has been discussed in the end.
