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Abstract：

Contemporary social thought is based on a number of consensuses which are
effectively responses of the post-WW2 generation to the holocaust. In particular the paradigm is built around the scouting out of incipient fascism in every aspect of social existence. However, many of the global challenges we confront today cannot be understood through the kind of understanding of power which shaped the '68 generation and reaches from Parisian social thinking to North American radical liberalism. I will argue that the speech thinking paradigm developed by Franz Rosenzweig and Eugen Rosenstock-Huessy which emerged in the context of the Great War and which was built around the tensions and alliances between Judaism and Christianity as social and historical forces can take us beyond the social theoretical paradigm which dominates academic thinking today.
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
