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Abstract：

This paper proposes a way to resolve the Liar’s Paradox by noting its grounding in two different perspectives.  It argues that all of the traditional paradoxes of logic share this common feature of being grounded in a conflation of perspectives. This same root, the unexpected or unnoticed mixing of perspectives, is the source of most (if not all) types of humor as well.
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
